The deadline for TA/GA applications will be November 9, 2007  for Spring 2008.  You will need to 
submit the application form, a resume, and 15 slides of your work by this date to be eligible to interview  
for the pool.  The deadline for Fall 2008 will be April 18, 2008.

MFA ADVANCEMENT TO CANDIDACY REVIEWS 
FALL 2007  
The deadline to apply for the Fall 2007 Advancement to Candidacy Review is October 5, 2007.  The 
Review will be October 29- November 1. 
 
SPRING 2008 
The deadline to apply for the Spring 2008 Advancement to Candidacy  Review will be March 7, 2008. 
The review will be held April 7-11th. 
 
Please don't forget these deadlines.  NO LATE APPLICATIONS WILL BE ACCEPTED. 
 
MA/MFA APPLICANT REVIEWS. 
 
The deadline for the MA Art History applicant review for admission in Spring 2008 semester is 
September 7, 2007 
The applications should be ready for review September 20, and decisions on candidates made by mid-
October. 
 
The deadline for MFA/MA applicant review for admission in Fall 2008 is February 1, 2008. The 
applications should be ready for review  February 12  and voting is to be completed by  March 12. A 
final meeting to confirm the selections will be at the AGC meeting following this date.  
 
GALLERY SIGN-UPS FOR MA/MFA FINAL EXHIBITIONS 
 
For those planning to have their MA or MFA exhibition this coming  (07/08 ) year, please remember that 
graduate students may sign up for their exhibition ONE SEMESTER BEFORE THEIR INTENDED 
EXHIBITION DATE.  You may wish to do this to avoid the  crunch  and assure yourself a time slot and 
gallery choice .  Also remember, however, that you must present proof of paying your graduation fees to 
the Gallery Office to insure your gallery selection.  If you do not present proof of payment to the Gallery 
Office by their deadline (Contact the Director of Student Galleries, 924-4330), your gallery space will be 
reassigned.

AND October 1, 2007 FOR MAY 2008 GRADUATION. YOU ALSO MUST PRESENT PROOF YOUR 
THESIS IS BEING BOUND, IN ORDER FOR THE ART GRADUATE OFFICE TO SUBMIT YOUR
